PipeBloc EL is useful when the pipe di-
ameter is unknown.

FSi Ltd. recommend installation of FSi Ltd. 
products is carried out by 3rd party certified 
installers.  
 
Adequate space and accessibility should be 
provided for cutting and shaping the batts, ap-
plying and tooling the sealant.  
 
Simple tools and equipment may be required, 
depending on your aperture:  
• Tape measure • Cartridge gun • Marker or 
pencil • Straight edge • Masking tape • All pur-
pose saw • Pad saw • Pallet knife or pointing 
trowel • Drill or screw driver  
 
Clean substrate and service ensuring they are 
clean, dry, sound and homogeneous, free from 
oils, grease, dust and loose particles. The prod-
uct does not require a primer on most com-
mon surfaces.  
 
For larger openings, the aperture will need to 
be filled with Stopseal Batt at the same time as 
PipeBloc EL is installed. See TDS001 for installa-
tion and UL-EU-01023-CPR for tested systems.  
 
For smaller openings / annular space apply Py-
rocoustic Sealant at 5mm depth after wrap is 
installed. Use pointing tool to smooth off. 
 
Peel of self adhesive strip. Start to wrap 
Pipebloc EL around the service ensuring 
enough layers in line with scope of test data, 
use self-adhesive to secure. Push into aperture 
or in line with aperture.  
 
Apply the second Pipebloc EL to the other side 
of the wall. Floor systems require Pipebloc EL 
from both sides of floor and can be fitted cen-
trally but ensure correct layers are applied as 
the two systems differ in layers. 

 
Clean all tools and application equipment with 
water immediately after use.  
 
Competence records should be kept for all Indi-
viduals installing this product s). Installations 
should be suitably recorded and logged.  

Maintenance 
Recorded inspection should be conducted in line 
with the maintenance and inspection schedule 
defined for the building/project.  
 
These inspections should be completed and rec-
orded by suitably competent individuals at in-
tervals outlined in the operation and mainte-
nance manual relevant to the building.  
 
Ensure Safe Access and Egress when carrying 
out maintenance or inspection.  
 
Where product (s) is damaged or tampered, 
new product should be installed in line with in-
stallation guidance.  
 
 
Handling & Storage 
Store in a well-ventilated, dry, cool environ-
ment. Recommended temp ranges +5°c - +35°C, 
however can be -20°C min. / +70°C max. Protect 
against exposure to direct sunlight. Always en-
sure that safe manual handling procedures are 
followed at all times.
